3. SUNDAY OF MEATFARE
The Parable of the Last Judgment — Matthew 25:31-46 — is read
on the third Pre-Lenten Sunday, commonly referred to
as Meatfare Sunday, since it is the last day on which we partake
of meat before Holy Pascha. In this parable, Our Lord reveals
that, while it is important for us to desire Him, to seek His
mercy, to see ourselves for who we truly are, and to return to
Him, we also must discern His very presence in everyone around
us, in the "least of the brethren," and minister to them as if we
were ministering to Christ Himself — and for the sake of Christ
Himself. Our Lord reveals that our salvation and judgment
depend on how we put our desire, repentance. and the mercy we

receive into action, in the midst of others, for their sake as well

as for the sake of the One Who feeds us, clothes us, ministers
to us, _and ultimately calls us to the life of His Kingdom. "Good
mtenuons,". as Our Lord reveals, are insufficient; crucial as
prayer, fa§qu and almsgiving indeed are, they certainly are not
mere "religious exercises" performed for their own sake, and
surely not for the sake of acquiring a sense of "pri(’ie in
accomplishment.”" Discerning Christ’s presence in everyone —
and especially in those who so often are ignored forgotten
apandoned, or despised — while offering them the s,ame lovin«;
kindness that He first offered to us is the ultimate "fruit" of
genuine repentance.

GOSPEL MEDITATION - ENCOURAGE DEEPER UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE

February 8, 2026
5 Sunday in Ordinary Time
Matthew 5:13-16

I recently learned why zebras have stripes. Scientists used to think it was for camouflage, but
new research suggests something more interesting: the stripes help zebras blend in with one
another. When a predator looks at a herd, the overlapping stripes make it hard to single out one
animal. But if a researcher spray-paints a dot on just one zebra, predators lock on it and
eventually attack. The lesson? In the wild, blending in is protection. Standing out can be

dangerous.

Human beings are not so different. Most of us would rather blend in than stand out, especially
when it comes to our faith. We know that giving bold witness to Jesus — through our words,
values, or public choices — can make us targets for criticism, isolation, or judgment. That’s why
Jesus’ words in today’s Gospel are so challenging: “You are the light of the world. A city set
on a mountain cannot be hidden” (Matthew 5:14).

A city on a hill draws attention. It also draws fire. But that’s part of the cost of discipleship. Jesus
doesn’t call us to be tribal or boastful. He calls us to stand in the open with humble confidence,
so that people might see our good deeds and glorify our Father in heaven. Today, let’s ask for the
courage not just to believe in Christ, but to be seen believing in him.

You see, my beloved, there is no excuse for it.

Not that they will not
rise, but that neither in judgment [nor in] the
congregation of the righteous do they deserve
to enter. They will stand, however, so that from

punishment they may enter into punishment.’
And they will go into eternal punishment, but
the righteous into eternal life.” Whatever will
be is everlasting. Sinners will have everlasting
punishment; and the righteous, everlasting life.

Do not
pay Him homage in the temple clad in silk, only
then to neglect Him outside where He is cold
and ill-clad. He who said: “This is my body”
is the same who said: “You saw me hungry
and you gave me no food” and, “Whatever you
did to the least of my brothers you did also to
me.” ... What good is it if the Eucharistic table
is overloaded with golden chalices when your
brother is dying of hunger?
